Course: From FAIRLIE to TARBERT leaving the COMMITTEE VESSEL to PORT, via
the TANN leaving GREAT CUMBRAE and BUTE to STBD, and INCHMARNOCK,
ARDLAMONT CARDINAL MARK (No 47) and SGAT MOR (Skate Island) to PORT.

Finish:

(If the line is not manned, yachts should record their finish time and position amongst other
finishing yachts when the East face of the old stone pier bears 180deg, within 200m

All competitors are warned of SHALLOW WATER adjacent to the Finish Line
